CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY, AT THE END OF EACH WORKDAY, OR AFTER A STORM EVENT 
THAT CAUSES A BREECH IN INSTALLED CONSTRUCTION BMP'S, WHICH MAY 
COMPROMISE STORM WATER QUALITY WITHIN ANY STREET.
A STABILIZED CONSTRUCTION EXIT MAY BE REQUIRED TO PREVENT CONSTRUCTION
